OUR FORMAT

In order to accomplish our task, the goalies receive a minimum of
3.75 hrs. of ice time daily, plus 3.5 hrs. of structured off ice
activities. Video is taken to teach and reinforce the skills.

The first session is
designed to teach and drill the skills needed. The second session
consists of "stations™ with shooters and lots of pucks to help the
goaltender “"execute” on the skills taught.
